ELIGIBILITY: Only 2010 dues-paid (Active/Associate/Life) FOWA members may submit entries--
up to two entries in any one category. Each entry can be only entered twice for all categories.
You must have been paid for all entries. Each entry must have been published between Jan. 1-
Dec. 31, 2009. Members must be present at the FOWA Annual Conference in order to win and
accept their cash prize(s).

PRINT ENTRIES: Submit one original tear sheet with name, byline and date clearly shown.
Submit a second copy with identifying byline info removed. Do not send complete magazines or
newspaper sections. Also send digital image* of submission.

BOOK ENTRIES: Submit one unaltered copy that clearly shows the date of publication and digital
image* of book cover.

ELECTRONIC MEDIA: Submit one copy of audio or video entry with proof of publication. . In
case of a Web site, blog site, iPhone app, send URL and a hard print of main page. Also send a
digital image* appropriate for PowerPoint presentation at Awards Banquet.

DEADLINE: Entries must be postmarked by June 1, 2010. FOWA is not responsible for
submissions lost or delayed in transit. Late entries will be refused and returned to sender.

TO ENTER: Clearly fill out the entry form for each entry. Attach a completed copy of the form with
a paper clip to the appropriate entry. Include one check for the total amount made out to ‘FOWA’
for $10 for each entry and the appropriate digital image.

*Digital images must be in .jpg format, at least 9” longest dimension, at 72dpi. They may
be emailed to info@fowa.org or included with your submission on a compact disc (digital
files for multiple entries may be on one disc). Include your name as part of the file name.
Failure to include a digital image will result in your entry not being included in the Awards
Presentation PowerPoint, to be shown at the Awards Banquet on August 21°.
